Sometimes we live as
though we are as the saying goes “self made” and we get distracted by the world’s
values. God not only made us but continues to express God'’s love for us.

People
for whom God’s love is just a story cannot seem to understand how much that love,
the certainty of that love defines us and informs our actions and words.

- maybe with a friend, a sister or brother, our children, our family.

We celebrate the diversity and different gifts of
individuals accepting uniqueness as a necessary part of the whole; the Biblical image
for this is the Body of Christ with Jesus as the head and the Spirit within us.

I would like to make the invitation for you to take some time during the summer, and write
out your “Psalm 151.” To just write out your prayers, to “be real” with God and express your
love, your praise, your frustrations... to our King and Creator.
